Use technology safely and respectfully, keeping personal information private; identify where to go, and who to go to for help and support, when they have concerns about content or conduct on the internet via their computer, mobile phone or gaming device.
E-Safety messages must start at this early age, encouraging both positive and safe use of technology and positive behaviour online.

At KS1 it is important for pupils to understand that the internet offers many positive opportunities to explore, learn and play, and that there are rules they can follow to Stay Safe Online.
